2.3.Base Price/ Floor Price

There will be base price / floor price for each individual stack and bidders have to quote
above the base price as per incremental value of minimum 1 rupee during online bidding
in e-Auction.

2.4.Quoted Price / Offer Price

price bided by them will be called as “Quoted Price”. The highest bidder for individual
stacks will be the successful bidder or H1 Bidders and the material of the individual stack
shall be offered to the successful bidder at “Quoted price” which will also be called as
